A gift in your will can be an expression of your
gratitude and thanksgiving towards God, and
can help keep your local church alive, and
transform its future.

The PCC has written a Legacy Policy confirming
that, however large or small, they will use your
gift to make a real difference to our church.

Our Legacy Policy

The policy of the PCC is to use gifts in wills to
help fund significant development projects
in the Parish. Since needs change over the
years, we encourage church members to
leave a gift in your will for the general
purposes of the parish, rather than for a
restricted purpose.

The PCC will discuss with executors the most
appropriate use of the gift in the light of
current projects and the donor’s known
areas of interest in the church (e.g. children
and youth, music etc.).

Suggested wording for your will:

“I'give % of my residuary estate OR

I givethesumof £ __ (pounds only) free of
all taxes to the Parochial Church Council of
the parish of The Good Shepherd, Cox Green
in the Diocese of Oxford for its general
purposes, and I declare that the receipt of an
officer of the Parochial Church Council shall
be a sufficient discharge to my executors and

trustees.”

We strongly advise you see a solicitor
when writing or amending your will.
